Discussion and possible feedback regarding the vandalism of the Cornell Park bathrooms

Summary

The bathrooms at Cornell Park have been vandalized periodically over the past year. Staff was given direction to get
costs for the following scenarios:

o Completely demolish
e Enclose entirety of buildings so Staff can keep them locked and have them open only for events
o Keep them as is, but apply an anti-vandalism coating to prevent the need for repainting

The following is a cost breakdown:

Scenario: Cost: Note:

Demolition $16,200 for both structures

Enclosure $7,000 chain link enclosure

Vandalism cleanup $800-51,200 labor and material each occurrence (per structure)
Vandalism cleanup (with coating) $500 labor each occurrence (per structure)

Anti-vandalism coating $3,000 for both structures

Annual (non-vandalism) maintenance $9,200 $7,200 janitorial; $2,000 plumbing and general maintenance
